Minimum Marks for Eligibility 

The following minimum scores in their Term I & Pre-Board examinations are required to be considered for 

applying for different streams.  

Boys  

Arts and Commerce Stream: Overall average 75% and 80 % each in English and Social Science 

Science Stream: Overall average 85% and 80% each in English, Mathematics and General Science 

Girls 

Arts and Commerce Stream: Overall average 70% and 70 % each in English and Social Science 

Science Stream: Overall average 80% and 75% each in English, Mathematics and General Science

    If the candidate does not live with parents, a letter from the local guardian, stating his/ her 

relationship to the candidate and expressing readiness to assume full responsibility in all 

academic and behavioral matters pertaining to him/ her for the next two years. 

   A photocopy of the updated Aadhar Card of the candidate. 

   ID and Address Proof of both the parents (and local guardian, if there is one) 

    Student PEN Number, AAPAR ID Information page duly filled and signed by the Principal/ 

Headmaster of the previous school. 

Please Note 

a) The return of the application form to the School does not constitute admission. On the 

recommendation of the Selection Committee, after the completion of the interviews with the 

students and their parents, admission is granted in writing by the Principal.  

b) Incomplete forms will not be considered.  

c) Providing false information is a disqualification for admission. Admission granted can be 

cancelled if any false declaration in the application form or documents submitted is detected 

even later. 

d) Any student who intends to live in a private hostel/ lodge need not apply. 

e) Applications of students not living with at least one parent may not be entertained.  

f) Applications not accompanied by all necessary documents will be rejected. 

g) Admission procedures will follow the schedule announced on the School notice board. 

Candidates who fail to complete the admission formalities according to the announced time table 

will forfeit their seats. 

h) In case after admission, the candidate decides not to study at St. Xavier's, no fee other than the 

caution deposit will be refundable.  

i) All admissions are provisional and is to be confirmed on declaration of Board exam final results. 

After board examination results are announced, the following documents should be produced in the 

original to confirm admission:
